Immediately after the assassination of Prime Minister Indira Gandhi on October 31, 1984 anti-Sikh pogroms were organized in many cities all over India, particularly in the capital, New Delhi. Thousands of completely innocent Sikhs -- old and young alike -- were butchered publicly, Sikh women raped and Sikh homes and property destroyed. These heinous crimes were organized through mobs led by politicians who became powerful members of the Indian government soon after these pogroms.

Despite well-documented evidence, neither the leaders nor foot soldiers of the mobs have been brought to justice. Families of the victims of these pogroms still continue to suffer -- physically, economically, and emotionally -- from the events of November 1984. Those responsible for these crimes continue to roam free, and the leaders continue to be powerful political figures, many of them members of India's parliament.
